Traffic Infraction  
Fee Reduction
The Marin County Superior Court allows 
for traffic infraction citation fee reduction 
to $50, regardless of the fine received by 
the bicyclist, after attending the class.

How to Register
Admission is FREE.  
Classes are open to individuals ages 
16 and up. Advance registration is 
required.  You won’t need your bicycle 
unless you plan to ride it to the class.
